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 2022 -2023 Agreement between Academies and Derby City Local Authority

Local Authority Statutory Moderation: 2023 Key Stage 1 Mathematics, Reading, Writing and Key Stage 2 Writing Teacher Assessment and monitoring of 2023 phonics screening check and KS2 tests.
Background

2022-2023 Teacher Assessment Guidance for Schools and Local Authorities documents (Key Stage 1, Key Stage 2) and 2022-2023 Assessment and Reporting Arrangements (Key Stage 1, Key Stage 2) confirms that academies who use the local authority (LA) for their geographical area or other LA must have a written agreement in place. Derby City LA is responsible for external moderation of mathematics, English reading and writing at the end of Key Stage 1 (KS1), English writing at the end of Key Stage 2 (KS2) and monitoring the 2022 phonics screening check and KS2 tests for Derby schools.  If an academy chooses a different authority, it must be reported to STA via Primary Assessment Gateway by Friday 18th November 2022 with a written agreement in place for that LA.  
Agreement with Academies
Derby City LA agree to adhere to the national guidance outlined above in fulfilling statutory responsibility for moderating teacher assessment (TA). All schools to which this applies must be included in the formal moderation arrangements at least once in a four-year cycle (excluding 2019- 2020 and 2020-2021)
Each year, Derby City LA will appoint and train a team of skilled KS1 and KS2 practitioners, with recent and relevant experience of assessment for the key stage and internal/external standardisation to moderate teacher assessments so that judgements across the LA are consistent with national standards.  Moderators will have successfully completed the standardisation exercise as set by STA and will have a letter to document this.
The KS1 and KS2 Teacher Assessment Guidance documents set out the external moderation overview and process. Derby City LA and team of moderators will adhere to the moderation process in line with statutory requirements to include checking a sample of pupils’ work, holding a professional discussion with Y2/Y6 teachers, and expanding the sample if needed. The professional discussion offers the opportunity to discuss judgements on pupils’ performance against the requirements of the statutory TA frameworks. See also KS1 and KS2 2022-2023 Assessment Reporting Arrangements (ARA) and 2018-2019 Teacher Assessment Frameworks for further guidance.
Derby City LA commits to consulting with schools on any local agreement arrangements annually as per the guidance and if a Local Agreement is in place, it will be non- statutory. 
A fee of £250 will be a charged to the academy if moderated by Derby City LA at KS2 (English writing) and £400 if moderated at KS1 (English writing, reading and mathematics). This is a minimal charge to contribute to supply cover for the moderator(s). 
A fee of £50 will be charged for monitoring of the phonics check and £100 for KS2 SATs. 
The lead officer for statutory assessment at KS1 is Maxine Bull (Professional Advocate for Children in Education- PACE) Maxine.bull@derby.gov.uk, and at KS2 Vincent Hampton (Professional Advocate for Children in Education- PACE) Vincent.Hampton@derby.gov.uk  who will respond to any queries throughout the year and inform schools via the LA Circular of any scheduled training and costs. Members of the PACE team will be trained to complete monitoring of the 2023 phonics screening check and KS2 tests.
